St. Anthony the Great, A. D. 251-336
St. Anthony was born in Upper Egypt. As a boy he was sensitive and thoughtful and
liked being alone better than with other boys. When he was about eighteen years old
his parents died and left him with one little sister, the master of great wealth. He was
in church one day when the priest read, "If you want to be perfect, go and sell all
that you have and give it to the poor, and you will have treasure in Heaven." These
words produced such an impression on him. Having come home, he divided all his
possessions with his sister, whom he took to a nunnery to be educated. Then he sold
his own share and gave the money to the poor. After that, staff in hand, and
possessing nothing but the clothes he wore, he left his native town and went to live
as a hermit in the desert. For twenty years he lived alone in a ruined fort near the
Nile. He never ate more often than once a day, generally only once in two days,
sometimes only once in four, and then only bread and water, He was trying to
educate and develop his spiritual nature. He thought he could do that better by
disciplining his body. When he reappeared again after these twenty years, such an
atmosphere of kindness and goodness surrounded him that men from far and near
came to see him and live under his guidance. Gradually a little colony formed itself



about his hut. For this reason, he is regarded as the Founder of Monasticism. (The
Greek Monakhos means a solitary, and a monastery is a place where monks live
away from the world under religious vows.)

Some people described St. Anthony as "a physician given by God to Egypt”. It was
really true for those who came to him grieving they went back from him rejoicing.
The Orthodox Church celebrates his memory on January, 17.
